Many of you are wondering what the status 
is of the building project that we’ve undertaken. 
The Project Development Committee is pleased to 
report that substantial progress is being made on the 
joint land purchase by the Grade School and High 
School Associations in Lake County, Indiana. The 
committee expects that the schools will close on the 
purchase of the twenty-nine (29) acre site near the 
northwest corner of 109th Avenue and Calumet by 
mid to late summer. The draft plans for a shared 
facility which are being prepared by the Hamstra 
Group, a company out of DeMotte, Indiana, are 
nearly in final form. We have been working closely 
with Hamstra’s representatives and the 
administrators of both schools to ensure that the 
proposed space will be adequate to serve the needs 
of the schools upon completion and for years to 
come. At present, the design calls for a common 
center "core”  which will include a shared 
gymnasium with seating capacity for 500 persons, a 
large kitchen, administrative offices, a media/library 
center and some classrooms, as well as restrooms 
and storage areas. Off of the center core are two 
wings, one containing primarily the classrooms for 
the high school students and the other containing 
most of the classrooms for the grade school 
students. The building will consist of a steel frame 
construction with primarily masonry walls, and the 
design is patterned after the Christian school 
recently constructed by Hamstra in DeMotte. At 
present the entire project is expected to include 
approximately 48,000-sq. ft. under roof. Details 
regarding the submission of the proposed plans to 
the respective school Boards and Associations for 
approval are still pending, as are any specific cost 
estimates and proposed timetable for commencing 
work on part or all of the project. We pray for 
God’s continued blessing upon this significant 



undertaking. At the same time, we appreciate the 
continued financial support that makes this project 
possible. We are very excited at the prospect of 
having our own facility to use in the education of 
the children that God gives us. May we be stirred up 
to give of the time, energies, talents, and money that 
we have been given from our Heavenly Father.
