We will continue to
keep the association informed on the workings of
the building committee.

As we look forward to building our own
school in the near future, we ask for continued
financial support. The finance committee reports
that as of June 1, 2004, we have $575,121 in our
school building fund. The board estimates that a
new school will cost approximately 2.1 million
dollars and thus to reduce the amount that we will
have to borrow, we prayerfully ask for your giving.
The cause of Protestant Reformed secondary
education is a worthy and God-glorifying cause.
However, it will not prosper without sacrifice and
support. May God bless our efforts.

Concerning our genera fund, the finance
committee reports that the envelopes, collections
and dues received have totaled $77,285.00 of a
budgeted $90,745.00. The fiscal year ends July 31,
2004. The board would like to thank all those who
have given, and we encourage further giving as we
strive to meet our budgeted goals.

We would like to thank our retiring
board members Earl Kamps, president, Andy
Birkett, vice president, and Ken De Jong, secretary.
We thank these men for their years of dedication
and service.
